*The Society runs two types of events:
1. Regular concert series
These are mainly lunchtime recitals, though not exclusively. At present we hold frequent regular events at St James’s Piccadilly and St Martin-in-the-Fields. These series are aimed primarily at young professionals seeking performance experience, but the Society is also happy to consider applications from more established professional performers, and we do indeed have many illustrious professional artists from all over the world participating in these recitals. Unfortunately ILAMS is not able to provide a fee to performers for participation in any of these series since entry to the public is free; nor can we cover any expenses.  Performers are welcome to sell CDs, however, and ILAMS is happy to assist with this, percentage-free. ILAMS takes responsibility for the basic promotion of these events, but it is expected that UK-based artists will make every effort to promote their event amongst their friends and networks.

2. Ad hoc events

ILAMS also organises special individual events and festivals on an ad hoc basis, which usually take place in the evening across London’s major venues. The conditions (i.e. fees) for such an event depend on various factors – mainly the level of funding that the artist is able to bring to the event, and the audience size that the artist is likely to draw in London. Please bear in mind therefore that if you have not performed in the UK before or do not already have an audience established here, it is very unlikely that we could offer a paid engagement. In such cases we would invite you to perform in one of our regular series in the first instance; depending on the success of the event, we may subsequently consider you for a special event.
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
